On Sunday, January 22, at our annual meeting, a group of Session members presented to
the congregation a proposal to address one of our church’s biggest opportunities: ministry to
children and families.

Over the past few months, | have written about the empty classroom where we used to
gather and teach kindergarteners through second graders. That back classroom is now
empty. It's a messy storeroom filled with the remnants of our Sunday school. | am sad every
time | think about that empty, abandoned room. | know you join with me in praying that some
day soon that room will be renewed with the sounds of singing, of praying, of teachers’ voices
introducing Jesus and the Bible to children. That is our vision. That is our hope, if it be God’s
will.

To that end the Session has come to consensus and voted unanimously to bring on a part-
time Director of Children and Family Ministries. What follows is the description of the job we
handed out at the congregational meeting on January 22.

Part-time Director of Children and Family Ministrie s

Need: to develop our ministry to young families and their children to fulfill the mission of
Jesus Christ in our community, and to ensure the ministry and sustainability of Calvin Church
into the future.
